I.  Lesson Number, Grade Levels, Title, and Duration: 

Lesson #1, 5th Grade, “What About Me?”, 45 minutes class(1 day)

II. Lesson Rationale: In this lesson students will learn what the meaning of identity is. The class will associate the concept of identity to themselves and we will read a children’s book to understand identity and what it means to be ourselves.

III. Key Concepts:

Identity is about self.

Identity makes us unique.

IV. Essential Question:

What is identity?

How can we see ourselves as unique?

V. Lesson Objectives:
1. Students will able to listen to the story The Case of the Stripes by David Shannon.

2. Students will be able to analyze how the story could relate to them using a Venn Diagram.

VI. Specific Art Content:
Expressive Knowledge with a Venn Diagram

VII. Resources & Materials for Teacher: 

Venn Diagram template, The Bad Case of the Stripes by David Shannon, Whiteboard, dry erase markers, ink pads, wipes
VIII. Resources & Materials for Students:

Venn Diagram printout, markers, crayons, pencils, erasers, ink pads, wipes
IX. Instruction and Its Sequencing: 
For each day of the lesson (see below), describe the steps necessary in teaching the lesson content. This includes introducing the essential question, the key concepts, any discussion questions, use of supporting materials, instructions and demos for students, and classroom procedures that include how materials will be distributed and collected. Instruction focuses on facilitating what the students will do during the lesson and in relationship to the essential question.  Be sure to select and vary instructional strategies appropriate for your unit  (i.e. demonstration, presentation/lecture, class discussion, audio/visual, individual work, collaborative group activities, field trips, games, student research, visual displays, . . .etc). Day of the Lesson (e.g., 1st day, 2nd day, etc.)
1. Introduction/Motivation:


Tell students we are reading a story called The Case of the Bad Stripes and have them sit in their chairs so we can begin.
2. Guided Practice

After reading the story I will explain that we are making a Venn Diagram of ourselves with a partner. I will create an example diagram on the whiteboard to help students understand their assignment. They will help me create the diagram when raising hand by giving me ideas on what I should say about myself and I will use my mom as my partner for the example. I will explain that there are ink pads and wipes for the tables so students can press their finger into the ink pad and place their finger print next to their name on their paper. I will ask students to compare their print to their partners finger print.

3. Independent Practice

Before beginning their diagram they will follow the directions I gave them about their fingerprints. I will ask them questions about the uniqueness of each person based on their fingerprints. I will ask students to explain what it means to be unique. Then I will use their fingerprints as examples that they can see as to what unique means.After helping me with my diagram I will put them into partners to make a diagram using the printout I gave them. On one side will be their name and the other will be their partners name. They will identify things about themselves that are different and things that are the same will be in the overlapping portion of the diagram.
             Closure

In closing, I will have each group share one thing they had that was different from their partner           and one thing that was the same. 


Formative Evaluation


I will walk around the room giving help where need and making sure students are staying on task. By listening and encouraging their discussion I will make sure students are understanding about what it means to have an identity.

4. Classroom Management Procedures
There will be assigned seating in the art classroom and their partners for this project will be assigned by the teacher to prevent any disruptions. I will have helpers pass out materials and collect materials. Students will make sure and clean their finger tips and put away the ink pads before they are allowed to write in their diagrams. Students will be expected raise hand and stay in seat when help is needed. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

    Repeat 1-6, as needed, for each class session needed for this one lesson.
X.  Summative Assessment and Evaluation:
