I.  Lesson Number, Grade Levels, Title, and Duration: 

Lesson #3, 5th grade, Look At Me!, 4 days/45 minutes each
II. Lesson Rationale: In this lesson we will devote our time to creating self-portraits. We will look at artist Paul Klee and discuss his influence on modern art. An example of his work, Ghost of a Genius will be discussed and analyzed. Students will create their self-portrait with the use of line and color much like Paul Klee. We will discuss how specific lines and specific colors can express who we are much like our personality. We will then incorporate our poem we created in Lesson Two.

III. Key Concepts:

Identity can be seen through the visual arts. 

Identity is expressed through our uniqueness. 
IV. Essential Question:

What is identity?

How can we see ourselves as unique?

V. Lesson Objectives:
The student will be able to create self-portraits using line and color.

The students will be able to express their personalities through the use of line and color.

VI. Specific Art Content:
Color, line, collage, works of Paul Klee and his techniques in making art

VII. Resources & Materials for Teacher:
Reproductions/images of Ghost of a Genius by Paul Klee, Adam and Little Eve by Paul Klee and May Picture by Paul Klee, example of self portrait the students will make, https://www.nationalgalleries.org/collection/artists-a-z/k/artist/paul-klee/object/gespenst-eines-genies-ghost-of-a-genius-gma-2106, http://www.theartstory.org/artist-klee-paul.htm, “A drawing is simply a line going for a walk” Paul Klee, cart of art supplies, tissue paper, drawing paper and mirrors for all students, overhead projector, laptop, slips of paper

VIII. Resources & Materials for Students:
Sharpies, drawing paper, tissue paper, markers, mirrors, glue sticks, pencils, erasers, sketchbooks, slips of paper, scissors, rulers

IX. Instruction and Its Sequencing: 
For each day of the lesson (see below), describe the steps necessary in teaching the lesson content. This includes introducing the essential question, the key concepts, any discussion questions, use of supporting materials, instructions and demos for students, and classroom procedures that include how materials will be distributed and collected. Instruction focuses on facilitating what the students will do during the lesson and in relationship to the essential question.  Be sure to select and vary instructional strategies appropriate for your unit  (i.e. demonstration, presentation/lecture, class discussion, audio/visual, individual work, collaborative group activities, field trips, games, student research, visual displays, . . .etc).   Plan each day using the following six-part framework:

Day of the Lesson (1st)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

There will be images of Paul Klee’s artwork on the screen. I will tell my 5th graders that we are going to be art critics today and they will help lead a discussion on these paintings by Paul Klee.  
2. Guided Practice

There will be discussion questions to help promotes thinking and evaluation of the artworks. 

What are some common things you see in these artworks?

We have talked about line many times so what do you think the lines in these painting help us to see in these paintings?

What do the colors in these painting say to you?

       3.   Independent Practice


Students will answer questions and I will give them time to think about what they want to say. I will ask them why they responded to the questions the way they did. 

4. Closure
I will ask students if they can create their own self portraits using line and color like Paul Klee that give the viewer an idea of who they are? I will give each student a slip of paper and as they leave the room I will have them write down a sentence what would make this type of painting reflect their personality. 
5. Formative Evaluation
       As students line up I will take their slips of papers and look over what their responses were to see if they understand how we can use lines and color to reflect who we are.
6. Classroom Management Procedures
Students will raise their hand if they have a question. Helpers will pass out pencils and slips of paper to each student. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

Day of the Lesson (2nd)
1.Introduction/Motivation:

Images of Paul Klee’s work will be on the screen again. I will explain to students that today we will be creating our own self portraits inspired by the artist Paul Klee. 
2.Guided Practice

I will ask my students to think about what colors say the most about who they are. I will also ask students to look at the lines in the painting by Paul Klee and see what they want to use to express emotion or personality in their self-portraits. We will get out our sketchbooks and practice making fun and interesting lines along with colors that we think say something about our unique personality. Then I will bring out my example of a self portrait to help explain what I am looking for in their artwork.

       3.   Independent Practice

       Students will pick out tissue paper in the colors they want to use and measure out 4”by 4”squares and cut these out to glue on their drawing paper. I will ask students to use at least 3 colors but no more than 5 colors for the squares they will glue on their papers. 

4. Closure

Students will reflect on their artworks and what they achieved in class for the day. They will turn to a partner at their table and discuss what they have created and why they chose the colors they did.
5. Formative Evaluation
Students will turn in their work in progress to their table folders so I may look at their color choices and how well they followed directions. I will also look to see how far they are coming along on their artwork.
6. Classroom Management Procedures
Students will raise their hand if they have a question. Helpers will pass out sketchbooks, tissue paper and glue sticks, pencils and rulers to each student. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

Day of the Lesson (3rd)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

There will be images of Paul Klee’s artwork on the screen. I will have mirrors out again for students to look at their reflections and I will tell students we will start creating our actual portrait today. They will be given back their poems they created in the previous lesson to use as inspiration for portrait. 

2.Guided Practice

I will ask students to get their sketchbooks out and spend a few minutes finding out what lines they like and how they want to draw their self-portraits. They will reread their poems and I will ask them to think about what mood or emotion their poem has and how they can create lines that create a mood or emotion. We will practice together creating lines in different ways. I will demonstrate the lines to use and how to draw them in pencil on our tissue paper backgrounds and then go over that with a sharpie. I will let them know this is more about how they want to express their own identities than it is looking exactly like themselves.

       3.   Independent Practice


Students will work on drawing out their self-portraits on their papers and then going over them with the sharpies or markers.  

4. Closure
Students will share with their table group(taking turns) the artwork they had created. While they are showing their friends they will explain why they chose the colors and why they chose to draw their image the way they did.
5. Formative Evaluation
       I will pick up their artwork and review it to make sure they understood what the assignment was and how they used self portraiture to create a unique artwork based on their identity.
      6. Classroom Management Procedures
Students will raise their hand if they have a question. Helpers will pass out pencils, markers, sharpies, sketchbooks and erasers to each student. I will go around the room asking questions to students about their artwork and what makes them unique. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

Day of the Lesson (4th)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

There will be images of Paul Klee’s artwork on the screen. I will tell my students today we will finish our self-portraits! They will have the opportunity to incorporate their poems into their self portraits.
2. Guided Practice

I will bring out my example artwork and show how the poem about me and the self portrait along with the colors I chose for my background all express who I am. I will give them time to reread their poetry and they will raise their hands and share with the class either their whole poem or their favorite part of their poem.

       3.   Independent Practice


Students will use sharpies or markers to write their poem or pieces of their poem onto their portrait. They will be allowed to put the words on the artwork in whatever way they think makes the most sense to them but be careful not to cover the hard work they put into drawing their self-portrait. 

4.Closure
I will remind students that we creating artwork that shows who we are and what makes us unique makes our artwork more interesting. I will ask students to raise their portraits over their heads and look around the room to see how different we each are and what fun it is to know that we all add something new to our work!
5.Formative Evaluation
       I will check and make sure they have completed the assignment before they leave the room. 
6.Classroom Management Procedures
Students will raise their hand if they have a question. Helpers will pass out markers, sharpies and personal poetry to each student. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

    Repeat 1-6, as needed, for each class session needed for this one lesson.
X.  Summative Assessment and Evaluation:  

Assessment should align with the objectives and instruction. Consider multiple ways the lesson might be assessed throughout its course.  Allow the students to be involved in assessment.  Be sure to determine how progress will be reported to students, administrators (if applicable), and parents.  The student should be aware of his/her own progress. You MUST include the specific assessment instrument (rubric designed specifically for your lesson/unit, specific checklist, quiz, or exam, . . etc.)  Turning an objective into a “yes/no” question (i.e., “Did the student…?”) is never an appropriate assessment method. Be able to answer each question: 

· What do I want to know? If they were able to create a self portrait that says something about their identity.

· How will I know it? By how they used line and color as well as their poetry in their artwork.

· How will I record it? I will use a rubric.
