I.  Lesson Number, Grade Levels, Title, and Duration: 

Lesson #4, 5th grade, My Story, 5 days/45 minute each day
II. Lesson Rationale: In this lesson we will look at artist Georges Suerat and his painting Sunday Afternoon on the Island La Grande Jatte. Students will produce their own artwork in the Pointillism style using the community around them to tell the story of who they are. We will experiment with color to examine how Suerat achieved his Pointillism effect. Students should identify what it is that makes them unique and illustrate this in their paintings. 

III. Key Concepts:

Community affects our identity.

Relationships can help create our identity.

IV. Essential Question:

How is identity affected by our community?

How can we see ourselves as unique?

V. Lesson Objectives:
The student will be able to create a narrative painting based on Georges Seurat’s artwork using Pointillism.

The student will be able to express themselves based on their community and the parts of that community that are important to them.
VI. Specific Art Content:
Telling a story through painting, use of the pointillism technique

VII. Resources & Materials for Teacher:
Image of Georges Seurat’s painting, Sunday Afternoon on the Island La Grande Jatte, example of artwork student’s will create, Pointillism practice template, laptop, overhead projector
VIII. Resources & Materials for Students:
Drawing paper, tempera paints, q-tips, Pointillism practice templates, pencils, erasers, newpapers, smocks, wipes, paint pallettes

IX. Instruction and Its Sequencing: 
For each day of the lesson (see below), describe the steps necessary in teaching the lesson content. This includes introducing the essential question, the key concepts, any discussion questions, use of supporting materials, instructions and demos for students, and classroom procedures that include how materials will be distributed and collected. Instruction focuses on facilitating what the students will do during the lesson and in relationship to the essential question.  Be sure to select and vary instructional strategies appropriate for your unit  (i.e. demonstration, presentation/lecture, class discussion, audio/visual, individual work, collaborative group activities, field trips, games, student research, visual displays, . . .etc).   Plan each day using the following six-part framework:

Day of the Lesson (1st)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

Paints will already be laid out on the tables. I will tell students that we will be creating painting that tell a story about ourselves. I will tell the students that we will be using a technique called Pointillism and explain what it means. I will then show the students what makes this technique so special. But first I will ask a question, Do you think you can create a color like green without actually mixing yellow and blue?  
2. Guided Practice

I will get out the Pointillism template and walk the students through the process of creating colors by laying them side-by-side using q-tips. 

3.   Independent Practice


The students will complete the template before the end of class.

4. Closure
I will show the artwork by Georges Seurat and then I will show a close up where they can see more detail. I will ask them to be thinking about a place that means something to them and people and animals that they feel influence them for next class. I will ask students if they see fine details in this painting? I want them to know before we begin that with Pointillism it’s more about colors that are laid together than getting and exact ear or eye. You know there’s an eye but when you get close you can’t see things like eyelashes. I don’t want them over stressing little things and then getting frustrated. Students will clean themselves up and their tables.

5. Formative Evaluation

They will place all their completed practice sheets in their table folders and I will look through them to make sure everyone understands the process.

6. Classroom Management Procedures
I will have helpers pass out paints, q-tips, and practice templates. Each table will clean up their own supplies, put their smocks away and wash their hands. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

Day of the Lesson (2nd)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

I will put up Georges Suerat’s painting again. I will ask students if they thought of people, animals or places that are important to them. After raising their hands I will call on students to share what their most favorite and special place is. Then I will ask them what it is about that place that they can identify themselves with. Is it a memory? Is it someplace that makes them feel safe? Is it a tradition? I will tell them that these things can help shape who we are as we grow up!
2. Guided Practice

I will get out my example for this assignment and talk to them about who and what in the painting is important to me and why. Then I will show them how my figures and landscape do not have too much detail which will help when painting with q-tips. 

4.   Independent Practice


The students will be given materials to map out their painting in pencil. I will want them to have at least two figures and an animal (3 figures if there is no animal) and the landscape should fill up the whole paper.

5. Closure
I want my students to know there is no wrong way to portray their painting as long as what is in the painting they can personally identify with. After they put away their materials and are ready to leave I will make sure they know we will start painting next class and I am excited to see their personality come through in each of their artworks!

6. Formative Evaluation

As students leave I will ask them what part of their artwork they are most excited to work on and why.

7. Classroom Management Procedures
I will have helpers pass out drawing paper, pencils and erasers. Each table will clean up their own supplies, put their smocks away and wash their hands. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

Day of the Lesson (3rd)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

Paints will be out along with their mapped out drawings. I will also give them back their practice template as a reference. The image of Sunday Afternoon on the Island of La Grande Jatte will be on the screen. I will tell my students that today we begin putting our story to life with color! I will ask students to go slow and really think about what they want their artwork to look like. If they make a mistake to think of it as a happy accident because paint doesn’t come off. All in all I want to see a work that has to do with who they are and what makes them unique than perfect colors or drawings.
2. Guided Practice

We will look at the close of Georges Suerat’s artwork and examine the colors and construction of the figure. I will tell students it’s best to start with lightest colors first then work into darker colors because you can’t go back and add light colors over dark.

3.   Independent Practice


Students will begin painting with q-tips on their mapped out drawings. I will remind them to start with light colors first!

4.Closure
Students will place their in progress paintings on the drying rack for next class. I will tell students that we will try to finish our paintings next time and then soon we will share our story with our friends in class.

5. Formative Evaluation

I will examine the work as they place them on the drying rack to see how their progress is coming along and what they might need to work on for next time.

6. Classroom Management Procedures
I will have helpers pass out drawing paper, q-tips and paints. Students will get their smocks before painting. Each table will clean up their own supplies, put their smocks away and wash their hands. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

Day of the Lesson (4th)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

Paints will be out along with their mapped out drawings. I will also give them back their practice template as a reference. The image of Sunday Afternoon on the Island of La Grande Jatte will be on the screen. I will let students know today will continue working on our paintings. If they are struggling with anything from last time to raise their hand and I will come help them solve their problem. We will put on music and work, work, work!
2. Guided Practice

When I see what it is that is a common problem to students I will demonstrate it in the front of the class. 

3.   Independent Practice


Students will begin painting with q-tips on their mapped out drawings. I will remind them to start with light colors first! If they are through with light colors to go slow and add their darker colors!

4.Closure
Students will place their finished paintings on the drying rack for next class. I will tell students that we will work on a story to go along with the paintings for next class that we will then share with our friends.

5. Formative Evaluation

I will examine the work as they place them on the drying rack to see how their work is completed and if they wrote their names on their work. 

6. Classroom Management Procedures
I will have helpers pass out drawing paper, q-tips and paints. Students will get their smocks before painting. Each table will clean up their own supplies, put their smocks away and wash their hands. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a 

Day of the Lesson (5th)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

I let students know how proud I am for getting through with their paintings! I will let them know that when a viewer sees their artwork they will want to know about the artist and what made them create the artwork. Today we will make a story or artist statement that goes along with this specific artwork.
2. Guided Practice

I will read them my own story/artwork to help give them an idea of what I am looking for and give them a definition of artist statement: a written representation of the artist and their artwork.

3.   Independent Practice


Students will be given blank paper and an artist’s statement template to help guide their thoughts and story. For class, they will work on finishing these. After they have finished students will be asked to share what they said. These statements/stories will be included with their artwork.

4.Closure
I will let students know by next week they will see their artwork in the hallway for all the school to see and read their stories!

5. Formative Evaluation

I will listen to their presentations and make sure that each one uniquely expresses who they are and that they go along with their paintings.

6. Classroom Management Procedures
I will have helpers pass out pencils, erasers, blank paper and artist statement templates. Each table will clean up their supplies. Students will raise their hands if they need any help. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

    Repeat 1-6, as needed, for each class session needed for this one lesson.
X.  Summative Assessment and Evaluation:  

Assessment should align with the objectives and instruction. Consider multiple ways the lesson might be assessed throughout its course.  Allow the students to be involved in assessment.
