I.  Lesson Number, Grade Levels, Title, and Duration: 

Lesson #5, 5th grade, Look Closely!, 1 day, 45 minutes  
II. Lesson Rationale: In this lesson we will wrap up our unit with a critique of our Pointillism paintings. Each student will present their artwork and tell the story of their painting. After presentations students will evaluate another students work. Students will assess what is working in the artwork and what could have been done better. Students must keep in mind that we have discussed identity and they should be able to recognize this in their peers work. 

III. Key Concepts:

We can show others how we see ourselves as unique.

Our identity can be seen and appreciated by others.

IV. Essential Question:

How can we see ourselves as unique?

What is identity?

V. Lesson Objectives:
1. Students will be able to identify quality work amongst their peers.
2. Students will be able to recommend areas where their peers can improve.

3. Students will be able to distinguish how identity is reflected in their peers’ artwork.

VI. Specific Art Content:
Critique of peers artwork based on the big idea of identity and quality of work.

VII. Resources & Materials for Teacher:
Critique outline template, overhead projector, laptop, screen, 5th grade students Pointillism paintings

VIII. Resources & Materials for Students:
Pencils, markers, eraser, critique outline sheet, 5th graders narrative Pointillism artwork

IX. Instruction and Its Sequencing: 
For each day of the lesson (see below), describe the steps necessary in teaching the lesson content. This includes introducing the essential question, the key concepts, any discussion questions, use of supporting materials, instructions and demos for students, and classroom procedures that include how materials will be distributed and collected. Instruction focuses on facilitating what the students will do during the lesson and in relationship to the essential question.  Be sure to select and vary instructional strategies appropriate for your unit  (i.e. demonstration, presentation/lecture, class discussion, audio/visual, individual work, collaborative group activities, field trips, games, student research, visual displays, . . .etc).   Plan each day using the following six-part framework:

Day of the Lesson (1st)
1. Introduction/Motivation:

I will tell students that today we are going to be art critics just like when we discussed Paul Klee except we will be looking at our friends work. I will let the students know that all serious artists in high school and college participate in what is called a critique. I will explain what a critique is.  
2. Guided Practice

I will pull out my example of the Pointillism narrative along with a critique sheet and we will critique my example together. I will explain that we will write a positive statement about the work, one thing they could work on and another positive statement. I will request students keep from saying words like good, neat or pretty. If they need help with wording they can raise their hands and I will help them or ask a friend for help.

3.   Independent Practice


I will have each student take a painting from another class and a critique sheet and work on carefully critiquing the artwork in front of them.

4. Closure
I will ask students if they could tell who made the artwork based on the story they are telling in the painting or at least does it say something interesting about the artist. After they have tried to guess I will ask them to turn the artwork over and read the story or artist statement and see if it makes sense based on the painting itself. 

5. Formative Evaluation

I will read the critique statements and also ask each student as they leave to tell me what was one thing about themselves they expressed in their artwork. 

6. Classroom Management Procedures
I will have helpers pass out critique sheets, pencils, erasers and markers. Students will raise their hand if they have a question. They will be respectful of the work they are evaluating. At the end of class we will evaluate our behavior so the teacher can record it for a free day!

    Repeat 1-6, as needed, for each class session needed for this one lesson.
X.  Summative Assessment and Evaluation:  

Assessment should align with the objectives and instruction. Consider multiple ways the lesson might be assessed throughout its course.  Allow the students to be involved in assessment.  Be sure to determine how progress will be reported to students, administrators (if applicable), and parents.  The student should be aware of his/her own progress. You MUST include the specific assessment instrument (rubric designed specifically for your lesson/unit, specific checklist, quiz, or exam, . . etc.)  Turning an objective into a “yes/no” question (i.e., “Did the student…?”) is never an appropriate assessment method. Be able to answer each question: 

· What do I want to know? If they can evaluate their peers work based on what they learned in the unit.

· How will I know it? Through questions and through the information they put on the critique sheet. 

· How will I record it? Keeping a hold of their critique sheets in their table folders.
